Planning for Post-16 Experience

The four HEI programmes in SWELTEC prepare students to teach for a variety of age-ranges (11-16, 11-18, 14-19). The majority of PGCE programmes aim to prepare students to be able to teach across the full 11-18 range. To this end, all training must involve Post-16 experience during the programme (in order for the student to have the opportunity to reach the QTS Standards).  Where a student is placed in an 11-18 school in the Autumn Term there is no guarantee that they will be placed in an 11-18 school in the Spring and Summer Term.  Therefore it is necessary that such students have the opportunity to gain some Post-16 experience in the Autumn Term placement.  The early part of this experience does not have to comprise whole-class teaching, although a certain amount of this would be desirable towards the end of the block.  It is likely that the student will begin with some micro-teaching and/or support of team-teaching in order to build confidence with these classes.

Where students are placed in 11-16 schools it is extremely important that they are given opportunities to gain Post-16 experience
