Main Aims:

· To build confidence and experience in teaching as many different areas of activities within the Physical Education National Curriculum.
· To develop awareness of class management and how to organise the students to produce a good learning environment.
· To establish a range of behavioural management skills.
· To be provided with a supportive experience and begin to equip the trainee with all the necessary skills to become an effective and creative teacher.
· To assess the trainee according to the set guidelines, and provide the necessary evidence for the first placement, for example lesson observations and feedback

· Assist in the planning of Units of Work and resources.
	Teaching:

· You will teach a variety of classes across the age and ability range.
· You will plan and deliver a variety of lesson plans set within Units of Work.
· You will hand in a detailed lesson plan to the class teacher, at least the day before your lesson.

· You will observe/team teach/ lead approximately a 50% normal teachers timetable.
· You will teach approximately 33% of an 85% timetable, which amounts to 8 periods per week.

· You will spend two lessons a week in a supportive educational role.

· You will carry out any relevant assessment on the groups you teach, in accordance to the department’s guidelines or the examination board’s assessment objectives.
· You will need to be in school no later than 8:30am and not leave before 3:40pm. This is a normal teachers contracted time.  

	Meetings:

· You will attend departmental meetings – normally once a fortnight at 3.45pm. 

· You will attend your mentor sessions on Friday afternoons.  It’s the trainee’s responsibility to minute these sessions and provide a copy to their mentor.
· You will attend relevant parent evenings.
· You will attend any trips, sports events and competitions as necessary.

	Development of department:

· You will provide copies of your Units of Work, along with any resources that you create/develop.
· To carry out any research tasks set and develop them to a specific criteria e.g. dance productions for GCSE dance.

· You will help with any extra-curricular activities as needed e.g. lunchtime and after school clubs and fixtures.
